Cllr Summerland proposed the minutes be adopted.  Proposal seconded by Cllr Englefield. All agreed. 
004/11 County Councillor's report Cllr Viney reported that:

a) The county budget is to be set on February 15th with a need to save £2 million.   

b) There is concern over the survival of local libraries and mobile library use.


c) Concessionary bus fares are being taken over by OCC.


d) Potholes are gradually being filled but there was a general discussion about the dangerous holes 
left by the theft of the drain covers across the county.

Cllr Viney was asked about the possibility of farmers being able to borrow ploughs from the CC in 
order to clear snow. Cllr Viney replied that this option and the provision of grit boxes were being 
organised to some degree. It was also noted that the top surface of local roads was wearing away 
leaving the previous surface to cope with bad weather.
005/11 District Councillor's report Cllr Malcolm Leonard reported that: 
a) The budget settlement has meant that the DC is faced with cuts of 27% over the next 2 years. Although shared management has significantly reduced costs, a meeting this week will look at where other cuts can be made.
b) An Exercise Watermark Community Day is arranged at the King’s Centre at Osney Mead for parishes and community groups to develop emergency plans for flooding or similar emergencies. 
c) About 75% of the monies invested in Icelandic Banks should be returned.
