082/10 County Councillor's report: Councillor Viney’s report indicated that there was little business to 
report due to the expenditure review taking place.

083/10 District Councillor's report: Cllr Leonard reported that 


a) The Core Strategy is under discussion. Sites for housing will be up for consultation.


b) The responsibility for concessionary fares has transferred to OCC. There will be some 


changes.


c) The licensing law is changing for Village Halls. The Village Hall Committee can now if 


required apply for an annual licence for any number of events as long as a member of the 


committee is on call.


d) All District Council expenditure over £500 must be published.


e) Despite recent publicity, Councillor Leonard reiterated that the restaurant Scores on the Doors is 
undertaken in a rigorous and fair way.


f) Nominations are requested for the Young Achievers Awards available in Arts, Sport and 

Work in the Community. 

Cllr Leonard was asked to elicit information about the litter collection from the boundary of the recreation ground. There seems to be confusion over the collection day. He was also asked whether as the system had been running for a year there had been any assessment of bin use.

The Parish Council suggested that, although the Outlook magazine was lovely, the cost was too great in the present financial climate. Cllr Leonard felt that it was justified as it was important for messages to reach residents.

085/10 Public Forum

The residents of Rudgwick Cottage who have recently had their planning application granted by the District Council raised an objection to the comments made by the Parish Council in its response. The residents wished to register a complaint with the Parish Council on the grounds that due diligence was not carried out as the comments were based on incorrect information.  The complaint was noted.

Two old oak trees in the hedge bordering the allotments are apparently looking rather dangerous being close to the road. After discussion it was suggested that a tree surgeon be asked to look at them 
and advise the Parish Council as to the action required. (Clerk to action)
