(i) The government has now advised the County Council of a substantial cut in the grant for children's centres, pre-schools and nurseries grant funding. However, the County Councillor has been informed that the Rainbow Children’s Centre at Chiltern Edge and the rebuild of the preschool at Sonning Common Primary School have received approval to continue.

(ii) Community budgets, where funding will start in localities empowered to tackle public service challenges according to their particular area’s needs, will be introduced as part of the Spending Review next month.
(iii) Oxfordshire Fire and Rescue Service won an Equality and Diversity Award for Leadership this year.

(iv) Two of the ten Oxfordshire schools reporting excellent exam results this year were South Oxfordshire’s Gillotts and Chiltern Edge.
